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TOPIC: RECOMMENDATION TO APPROVE NEW STATEWIDE

TRANSFER ARTICULATION AGREEMENTS

l. SUMMARY

This item recommends approval of nine statewide transfer articulation agreements in the
following majors: Art History, Biology, Chemistry, English, Horticulture Business Management,
Music, Physics, Studio Art, and Theatre. Once approved, the state will have a total of twenty-
eight of these agreements. The statutory mandate was to have fourteen of these agreements
approved by July 1, 2016 [823-1-108(7)(c)(I), C.R.S.]. Thanks to the hard work of 2- and 4-year
faculty around the state, the General Education (GE) Council, and Department staff, the state
surpassed the statutory mandate by almost two years and fourteen agreements.

1. BACKGROUND

Statewide transfer articulation agreements are an important part of Colorado’s completion
agenda and they support the Commission’s Master Plan to increase the attainment of high-
quality postsecondary credentials (Goal 1), and reduce average time to credential (Goal 2). These
agreements lay out guided pathways for students with the guarantee that if the student follows
the plan, he or she will achieve an associate’s degree with designation in his or her chosen area
of interest (such as an Associate’s degree in Communication, as opposed to a general Associate’s
degree). The student will also have peace of mind in knowing that the receiving institution will
transfer and apply all 60 credits from the associate’s degree toward a bachelor’s degree in the
same discipline, thereby allowing the student to complete his or her bachelor’s degree in no more
than an additional 60 credits, for a total of 120 credits. Statewide transfer articulation
agreements take the guesswork out of knowing which courses to take and they save students time
and money. The agreements are available to students and advisors on the Department’s website
at http://highered.colorado.gov/Academics/Transfers/Students.html.

It should also be noted that there are statewide transfer articulation agreements for Early
Childhood Teacher Education as well as Elementary Teacher Education, which brings the actual
total of statewide agreements to thirty. These two agreements are listed separately on the
department’s website, however, because they do not meet the statutory definition of the other
statewide transfer articulation agreements in that they are not discipline-specific. For instance,
whereas the statewide agreement for business will always lead to a bachelor’s of business at a 4-
year institution, early childhood and elementary teacher candidates can major in many different
baccalaureate degrees while working towards teacher licensure. Last, it should also be noted that
while statewide transfer articulation agreements were not possible for engineering or nursing,
there are institution-specific engineering transfer agreements and a RN to BSN transfer guide on
the Department’s website.
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1.  STAFF ANALYSIS

Department staff has worked extensively with the GE Council and faculty from both the two-
year and four-year public institutions to come to consensus on these agreements. The agreements
are aligned with gtPathways requirements. The Chief Academic Officer and campus
President/Chancellor of each public institution in the state, that offers an associate’s or
bachelor’s degree in these disciplines, have signed the agreements. The signatures on these
statewide transfer articulation agreements (on file with the Department) represent, at a minimum,
a commitment by the institutions to accept these classes towards a bachelor’s degree, assuming
the student successfully completes the prescribed curriculum.

Appendix A contains the front cover and the prescribed curriculum for each of the nine
agreements. The front cover contains a list of the participating institutions and the prescribed
curriculum contains a list of the required coursework leading to the associate’s degree with
designation. The other pages have been removed to cut down on the length of this agenda item
and because the narrative on those pages is identical for all agreements and can be read in any of
the agreements posted on the Department’s website.

IV. STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends that the Commission approve the new statewide transfer articulation
agreements in Art History, Biology, Chemistry, English, Horticulture Business
Management, Music, Physics, Studio Art, and Theatre.

STATUTORY AUTHORITY

C.R.S. 823-1-108. Duties and powers of the commission with regard to system-wide planning.

(7) (@) The commission shall establish, after consultation with the governing boards of
institutions, and enforce statewide degree transfer agreements between two-year and four-year
state institutions of higher education and among four-year state institutions of higher education.
Governing boards and state institutions of higher education shall implement the statewide degree
transfer agreements and the commission policies relating to the statewide degree transfer
agreements. The statewide degree transfer agreements shall include provisions under which state
institutions of higher education shall accept all credit hours of acceptable course work for
automatic transfer from an associate of arts or associate of science degree program in another
state institution of higher education in Colorado. The commission shall have final authority in
resolving transfer disputes...

Completion of the receiving institution’s lower division general education requirements is fulfilled only under the
condition that one gtPathways-approved course in arts and humanities (AH1, AH2, AH3, or AH4) and one
gtPathways-approved course in social and behavioral sciences (SS1, SS2, or SS3) are successfully completed at
the receiving institution within the first 30 hours or 12 calendar months.

Students transferring to a 4-yr college/university under this Chemistry agreement are encouraged to ‘reverse’
transfer the one gtPathways course in arts and humanities and the one gtPathways course in social and behavioral
sciences (Note #2 above) back to their community college in order to complete the gtPathways general education
program and to earn their Associate of Science degree with a Chemistry designation.
