Course Overview
Instructor’s Overview of the Course 
CHI1012 is a continuation course of CHI1011 which expands the basic communication skills in Modern Standard Chinese.  This course is designed for students with some experience of the Chinese language and are interested in continuing learning Chinese language as well as Chinese culture.  Throughout the course, students will continue to develop their listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills. However, the emphasis in this course will be on strengthening students’ communicative competence in oral and written skills. This, like any skill, requires practice. It is each student’s responsibility to study the grammar and vocabulary for each unit on a consistent basis and to utilize the grammar and vocabulary resources provided in MyCourses
What is a Pooled Course?  
A pooled course is a geographically inclusive online class where students and the instructor can be from any of the Colorado Community Colleges (there are 13 colleges in the Colorado Community College system). Since all Colorado Community Colleges use Desire2Learn (D2L) for course delivery, you can access this pooled course from your D2L portal, just as you would any other course on your home campus. You should follow the instructions for this course set out in the syllabus, just like any other course. 
 One difference between this course and the others you are taking on your home campus is the “Important Dates” under the Course Schedule section of the syllabus. Please note that the “Important Dates” for this pooled course may be different from the important dates on your home campus. For example, should you need to drop or withdraw from this course, please do so by the important dates listed in this syllabus, not those dates from your home campus, which may be different.     
Graded Instructional Activities 

Homework & Discussions 
Each unit's graded activities begin with a discussion, where students share their thoughts, research findings, and understanding of the connections and comparisons between Chinese culture and their own. Homework focuses on language practice, allowing students to demonstrate their learning by applying vocabulary and sentence structures in context. 
Quizzes 
Each unit has a quiz, a timed assessment designed to evaluate students’ language skills and progress hosted on Kahoot with multiple choice questions and short answer questions.  
Performance-based Assignments 
There are three types of these assignments, and they are designed to help you improve your proficiency in the language. 
· Interpretive: Listening/reading 
· Presentational: Speaking and writing (one-way communication)
· Interpersonal: Conversation (two-way communication)
Examples of these types of assignments include guided viewing or reading of an authentic video or text, an in-class or video presentation, a writing assignment, or a conversation with the instructor or a classmate.
Final Project  
The final project requires students to showcase their learning from the entire semester, demonstrating their proficiency in both language and cultural understanding. Through this oral presentation, students will apply key concepts, vocabulary, and skills acquired throughout the course.

Attendance and Participation
